1. Introduction

ATA carnets may be used to temporarily import to or temporarily export goods from the United Kingdom. The carnet replaces the normal customs declaration. 
2.  Carnets originating from the Ukraine 
ATA Carnets originating in Crimea and Sevastopol will no longer be accepted in the EU for temporary admission. 
The guaranteeing association of Ukraine has announced that ATA Carnets issued by the Chambers of Commerce for Crimea and Sevastopol are not guaranteed. References on these carnets will start with UA / 13 and UA / 20.
